the way so I moved  to get away 
from my problems.  Boy how that 
turned out!  Over the next 14 years 
my life spiraled totally out of control.  
The sin of this world took away my 
life, my family, my children, jobs 
until all I had was gone.  In late De-
cember 2008 my life reached the 
darkest of places.  I was aloneð
high on methamphetamineðwhen a 
Bible verse came up on my com-
puter screen.

I was running from authorities and 
knew that if I didnôt stop what I was 
doing, I was going to die.  I turned 
myself over to the authorities on 
January 7, 2009.  Through God 
working His miracles, instead of 
prison (10 years), I was sentenced 
to the Haven of Rest on April 4, 
2009.  The next day, Easter, I truly 
asked Jesus Christ into my heart

I grew up in a basically normal 
homeðmy parents took me to 
church, Sunday School, football 
practice, etc.  When I was around 
the age of 11, they divorced and my 
life got a little rough.  On my 12

th
 

birthday I was introduced to cocaine 
and it made me grow up thinking 
that drugs were okay.  Through mid-
dle school and high school, I used 
drugs, drank alcohol and really did 
what I thought was right.  At 17 I 
started getting into trouble in order 
to support my habit.  I had a son on 

and surrendered myself to Him.  It 
has been the greatest thing that has 
ever happened to me! 
 
Here at the Menôs Training  
Center God has put His word into 
the hands of great men to teach 
boys like me how to live as disciples 
of Jesus Christ.  He has given me a 
privilege to serve Him by allowing 
me to work on the Shadow House 
womenôs facility renovation.  I have 
been witnessing how God can take 
a person or even an old broken 
house and through donations, vol-
unteers, prayer, hard work, and de-
termination transform it into some-
thing beautiful that can be used for 
His kingdom.

During March, April, and 
May, we had the opportu-
nity to feed 3,751 meals to 
transients alone (not includ-
ing our residents).  We aver-
age housing 40 men per 
night at the Mission and 
that equates to 280 beds per 
week.
